CALL TO ORDER

     Mike Gwozdecki called the February 9, 2017 Authority meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. in the absence of Chairman Wil Shirey.   Authority members stood and recited the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

MEMBERS PRESENT

     Mike Gwozdecki, Judy Russell, Ed Kendall, Kathy Landis, GHD Engineer Joel Kostelac, Solicitor Mark Allshouse and Jim Williams

MEMBERS ABSENT Wil Shirey

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS No visitors

BILL ADJUSTMENT REQUESTS

   Ryan and Sherry Boyles, 13 E. Pine Street submitted a bill adjustment request because of a leaking copper pipe under their kitchen floor.  It was repaired and they submitted their repair bill.  The Authority reviewed the account screen.  
     Ed Kendall made a motion to adjust the 4th quarter bill of 2016 for 13 E. Pine Street to 7,000 gallons of usage.  The motion was seconded by Judy Russell.  Motion passed.

     Wayne Eckelmann, 15 Mountain Street submitted a bill adjustment request because of a relief value problem and boiler expansion tank on his hot water heater.  It was repaired and he submitted a repair bill for parts.  The Authority reviewed the account screen.  
     Judy Russell made a motion to adjust the 4th quarter bill of 2016 for 15 Mountain Street to 10,000 gallons of usage.  The motion was seconded by Ed Kendall.  Motion passed.

REVIEW AND CORRECTION OF OCTOBER 13, 2016 AUTHORITY MEETING MINUTES

     Mike Gwozdecki stated a correction needs to be made in the October 13, 2016.  Under Old Business Mr. Gwozdecki made an incorrect statement that there was no water there and Ms. White would have to drill a well.  There is water there and it was approved that the Authority would forgo the water and sewer tapping fees.  Mr. Allshouse asked where “there” was.  Mr. Gwozdecki stated Suzanne White’s property.
      Mike Gwozdecki made a motion to correct the October 13, 2016 minutes to state the Authority would forgo the tapping fees for both water and sewer.  The motion was seconded by Judy Russell.  Motion passed.

REVIEW OF REGULAR MEETING MINUTES JANUARY 12, 2017

     Judy Russell made a motion to approve the January 12, 2017 Authority meeting minutes.  The motion was seconded by Kathy Landis.  Motion passed.  

BILLS FOR APPROVAL-JANUARY 2017

     Judy Russell made a motion to approve payment of the water and sewer bills for January 2017.  The motion was seconded by Kathy Landis.  Motion passed.

ENGINEER’S REPORT No report

SOLICITOR’S REPORT

     Mark Allshouse reported Pat had sent him a new bankruptcy for Jimmy Nickle.  I would work the same as the Brownawell case.  Nothing has to be filed yet.  The Authority would file a claim and look at the requirement of what was past due and what is current.  He would be required to stay current and then work on getting a bankruptcy approval for payment of past charges.  

OLD BUSINESS

     Mike Gwozdecki stated the situation with one of the employees concerning moving on and testing and has been rectified.  He would be staying on several months to give him a second chance.  Jim Williams stated he is signed up for a test on March 31st and there is one more he can take before the deadline of April 27th.

NEW BUSINESS

      Sludge Hauling Bids
          Mike Gwozdecki stated the Authority received the bids for the sludge hauling and only received one bid and that was Advanced Disposal.  They cost was almost as the same as last time.  Their bid was $58.50 per ton.
          Joel Kostelac stated it was a 2-year contract with a possible 2-year extension.  Mr. Kostelac also stated they are giving a very good price.  
          Mike Gwozdecki made a motion to recommend to Council to accept the bid from Advanced Disposal Services for sludge hauling service and Award the Contract at a cost of $58.50 per ton for a 2-year contract with a 2-year extension.  The motion was seconded by Judy Russell.  Motion passed.

     Treasurer’s Report-Ed Kendall made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s Report for January 2017 as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Mike Gwozdecki.  Motion passed.

      Borough Report-Ed Kendall stated there has been a discussion about uniforms for the WWTP since the Authority would be paying some of the cost.  It is a contract that would give 5 employees 11 shirts, long & short sleeve, 11 pairs of pants along with a logo for just under $2500.  Currently, the Authority gives $400 per employee for a uniform allowance per year.  The Borough currently does not have a uniform allowance.
     Mike Gwozdecki asked if this would also include cleaning of the uniforms.  Mr. Kendall replied yes.  
     Ed Kendall stated that does not include footwear.  Jim Collins indicated they would be responsible for their own personal protective equipment.  All the guys at the sewer plant should be wearing steel toed boots or shoes.  They never have but they should be.  
     Mike Gwozdecki indicated if Council is going to mandate that they wear personal protective equipment, the boots should be paid for but safety glasses should be part of normal operations.
     Ed Kendall stated he is not for it.  Mr. Kendall also added that footwear could be the responsibility of the employer to purchase the uniforms.  So many months of the year the uniforms would be covered up by a jacket and you couldn’t see the uniform anyway.
     Mr. Kendall other problem was the cost.  It would be raised from $400 per employee per year to $500 per employee per year.  
     Mr. Gwozdecki thought 11 shirts and 11 pants were over the top and thought that could be cut back.
     Mike Gwozdecki asked Jim Williams what would be in the best interest for the Authority to consider.  Mr. Williams stated he was ok with either one, but there was cheaper way of doing it.      
     Mark Allshouse stated on thing that could be done in the manual is mandate what uniform allowance can be spent on.  Mr. Gwozdecki indicated it all is.  Mr. Allshouse stated they could add one Borough collar shirts or one Borough pullover.  
     Mark Allshouse stated an alternative would be to buy ID badges and would be cheaper than T-shirts and jackets.
     Judy Russell stated let the Borough do what they want and the Authority do what they want.  Jim Collins stated it can only cost the Authority $400 whatever the Borough decides to do because what it decides to do the employees of the sewer plant would also be doing.
     Mike Gwozdecki made a motion to recommend to Council that they by one jacket lightweight, 5 collar breathable polo shirts, and 5 T-shirts with the Mt. Holly Springs logo on it.  The motion was seconded by Kathy Landis.  Motion passed.
      Jim Collins asked if this would eliminate the $400 uniform allowance.  Mrs. Landis stated it would be cheaper.  Mr. Gwozdecki indicated it would come out of their $400 uniform allowance.  
     Mike Gwozdecki made a motion to recommend to Council that the Authority is opposed to supplying the uniforms that were proposed to them.  The motion was seconded by Judy Russell.  Motion passed.

     Jim Collins reported the part-time Borough Manager is looking into the Borough’s insurance coverage and is also looking into the Authority’s insurance coverage.  

     Judy Russell asked Mr. Collins how much Pat was bonded for.  Jim Collins stated he did not remember.  Mr. Gwozdecki would email Pat on the matter.

ADJOURN

     Judy Russell made a motion to adjourn the February 9, 2017 Authority meeting.  The motion was seconded by Ed Kendall.  Motion passed.
